Perseverance Pit 
 

Mining at Mt Magnet has progressed well, with the completion of the Mars Pit and the Perseverance (Percy) 

Pit continuing as planned. Percy is now the base load feed and accounted for 81% of the ore (KV being the 

remainder) that was treated through the Mt Magnet mill in the December Quarter. Overall gold recovery 

also slightly improved to 94%.

There are a number of additional satellite pits at Mt Magnet that will be further investigated by Ramelius; 

with most ore bodies modelled at cash costs of A$1,350/oz, there is further optimisation work that can be 

done. Most of the regional ore bodies consist of pit cutbacks and average at 2g/t mining grade (with a 10:1 

strip ratio).  

 

Kathleen Valley Project 
 

The open pits at Kathleen Valley (Mossbecker and Yellow Aster) continued on schedule; although ore 

production slowed marginally as waste stripping at Yellow Aster Deeps was prioritised (accounted for the 
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$2.7m capital expenditure). The initial Yellow Aster grade control RC drilling campaign was also completed 

during the quarter and ore mining has now commenced. 

 

Ore haulage from Mossbecker continued smoothly throughout the quarter and KV attributed mill production 

was 86,006 tonnes @ 5.94 g/t for 16,000oz (recovered). Additional Ore Reserves were added at Yellow Aster 

North and Nil Desperandum, with both pits adding an extra 70,000 tonnes @ 3.5 g/t for 8,000oz. Yellow 

Aster North pit is scheduled for early February and the Nil Desperandum pit will commence in April, which 

will extend the mine life at KV by approximately four months. Ore flows to the Mt Magnet mill are expected 

to be in excess of 30,000t per month.

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Vivien Project 
 

The Vivien underground development progressed well during the quarter. The decline advanced 320.7m, 

which is approximately 14% ahead of schedule. Development ore production has commenced from the first 

major production level and additional ore is scheduled from additional lower levels during the March 2016 

Quarter. 

 

Ramelius Resources has now completed the capital expenditure at Vivien and is transitioning to the 

production stage. Whilst this is happening, further drilling will be done to test down-dip and strike extensions 

to the known Reserve (451kt @ 7.6g/t for 109koz gold). High grade gold intersections have already been 

identified outside the current mining plan and RMS plan to test these in due course.

Blackmans 

The Blackmans Gold Project is located only 30km north of Mt Magnet, which means that any future mining 

operation at Blackmans can simply be run out of Mt Magnet and the gold ore processed at the existing Mt 

Magnet mill. The maiden mineral resource was released in June 2015 and sits at 490,000t @ 2.5 g/t Au for 

39,000oz. An Ore Reserve was generated during the December Quarter with a pit generating 244,000t @ 

2.0g/t for 16,000oz.  Next steps at Blackmans will include: 

¶ Permitting Approvals - Q2 2016  

¶ Development to begin immediately thereafter in FY17  

 

Milky Way 

During the quarter, Ramelius reported a bonanza intersection of 22m at 55.05 g/t Au (GXRC1345) from 

112m, including 9m at 126.6 g/t Au. In addition to the bonanza intersection, further broad intervals of gold 

mineralisation were returned from within the Milky Way Porphyry. Significant new mineralised porphyry 

intervals (using a 0.1 g/t Au lower cut) included: 

¶ 89m at 13.9 g/t Au from 108m in  

¶ 7m at 11.29 g/t Au from 232m in GXRC1336 

¶ 28m at 2.20 g/t Au from 38m in GXRC1342 

¶ 3m at 6.11 g/t Au from 84m in GXRC1334 

 

These drill intersections show there are high grade lodes (captured in shear zones) within a much larger 

tonnage, lower grade (circa 1g/t) porphyry at Milky Way. The key will be to intersect wider intervals of lower 

grade mineralisation (to reduce stripping ratios) and also have multiple sets of these higher grade lodes to 

see the average overall grade closer to 2g/t (in an open-pit scenario). Notwithstanding, the underground 

potential looks very promising and this will also be investigated with deeper drilling.  

 

Milky Way is 3.6km from the 1.7Mtpa mill, so with any decent find this could become a valuable deposit for 

RMS. Further step out drilling of the high grade shear zone and the larger Milky Way Porphyry commenced in 

mid-January with initial results expected in late February. We would expect a JORC Resource (if warranted) 

will be done in the 1H CY16. This is potentially an additional resource outside of the proposed production 

profile for the next 3 years.
